European Chess Design Competition
· The Design Competition is a way for other people to submit their own countries/armies for European Chess!
· The competition is broken up into two-week rounds, with the first round starting Monday, February 26th and ending Friday, March 9th.

· Each round, you may submit up to three armies and may vote for up to five armies. You may not vote for your own armies.
· To submit an army, you must email me < alex.nisnevich@gmail.com >. 
· Each submission must include your name, the name of your army, brief description of power (i.e. You have the power of ___), brief history, starting position, and complete rules.

· Armies should be well-written and balanced.

· Armies may be submitted at any time, but I would recommend submitting them at the start of each round, so that you will be able to receive votes for a longer period of time.

· Submitted armies can have a historical, modern, or fantastical theme, or no theme at all.

· To vote for an army, either email me < alex.nisnevich@gmail.com > with the name of the army you wish to vote for, or use a special slip (that will be provided at Chess Club meetings).

· A full list of all competing armies, as well as current standings, will be displayed at each Chess Club meeting, and online, at www.nisnevich.com/alex/?p=chessclub_design .
· At the end of each round, the top three armies will be added to the official European Chess rules (a new section will be added in the rules for “Design Contest Winners”).

· If you don’t win, don’t worry – you can always resubmit armies to later rounds, as many times as you want.

· Even if creating an army is not your cup of tea, we strongly encourage all active Chess Club members to at least take part in the voting.

· However, I’d like to point out that this competition is not limited to our Chess Club. I will be posting the rules online as well, and the competition will be open to anyone who wishes to participate. Scoreboard: Oak Park zero, Online zero. Bring on the rivalry! :P
